Autopuller Drive Test Point Installation & Use Instructions

Please follow all plant safety instructions while performing these tasks!

1.  Install Test points as shown in below picture.  Test points to be left on machine permanently.
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Create baseline pressure by temporarily installing test point gage at each test point and note idle pressure. (pressure at idle is typically around 700-800 psi)  All 4 pressures should be within about 10 per cent of each other.

Baseline pressure

Lower Rear roller _______PSI

Lower Front roller_______PSI

Upper Rear roller _______PSI
Upper Front roller_______PSI

3.  Once baseline is observed testing can be done on a weekly basis to determine if any drive faults are occurring.  A pressure higher than the baseline is an indication of one of the following faults:

Failing motor

Failing gearbox

Failing bearing

If a higher pressure is observed you can troubleshoot using a temperature gun, vibration testing, or sound testing to determine bad component.
